Description  

The University of Connecticut and the 
University of Connecticut School of Law are 
proud to announce a Special Program in Law. 
The Program provides a unique opportunity for 
students interested in pursuing a professional 
career in law.  Top students enrolled in the 
program will be able to obtain a broad -based 
liberal arts education while preparing for their 
law school experience. Completion of the 
Special Program in Law will result in the 
conferral of a Bachelorõs and a Juris Doctor 
degree. 
 
Admission to this select program is limited. All 
students must meet both the undergraduate 
early admission deadline as well as the  
January 1 Special Program in Law 
supplemental application deadline. Applicants 
admitted to this program will be expected to 
maintain a high level of achievement 
throughout their undergraduate career. In 
addition, all members of the Special Program 
in Law will be offered admission to the UConn 
Honors Program. As undergraduates, students 
will be afforded unique opportunities for 
classes with Law School faculty members, 
interaction with administrators and students, 
and an enriched curriculum that will prepare 
them for law school.  
 
Students admitted into the program will be 
required to meet rigorous standards 
throughout their undergraduate career. If all 
contingencies are met, the student will be 
admitted to UConn School of Law for the fall 
following graduation from the University.  

 
General Requirements  
To apply, the student must be entering UConn 
as a first -semester freshman. Selected 
freshmen must have demonstrated exceptional 
performance in academics, including advanced 
preparation in political science, English, 
history, or other related fields. Students must 
take either the SAT or ACT exam. There are no 
state residency requirements, although  
Connecticut residents will receive special 
consideration. The University is always 
committed to attracting members of 
underrepresented populations for its programs.  

Admissions Requirements  
To be considered for this prestigious program, 
students should have: 
Å a high school class ranking in the top 10%; 
Å an overall high school GPA of 3.5 (4.0 scale); 
Å SAT combined critical reading and math 
score of 1300 or an ACT composite score of 30; 
Å a completed undergraduate admission 
application, Supplemental Application for the 
Special Program in Law, and high school profile 
received by the respective application 
deadlines; 
Å an interview with the School of Law. 
In addition, two recommendations from 
teachers/advisors, level of maturity, 
extracurricular activities, required essay, 
quality of writing, and commitment to the 
legal profession are considered.  
 
To matriculate to the School of Law, students 
must:  
Å maintain at least a 3.4 GPA as an 
undergraduate;  
Å obtain an LSAT score equal to or greater than 
the School of Lawõs median score of the prior 
year;  
Å perform favorably in interviews during the 
senior undergraduate year.  
 

Curriculum  

With undergraduate flexibility, students can 
select courses that will further their efforts to 
graduate, with curricular options in any of over 
100 majors. While working on a selected 
undergraduate program, the student will be 
linked with the School of Law through special 
seminars and events aimed at supporting the 
achievement of career goals. This unique 
mentoring program will further enrich the 
undergraduate experience ð providing 
educational opportunities that will strengthen 
the studentõs preparation for law school. 
 
Upon completion of undergraduate degree 
requirements, the University will confer a BA 
or BS. The School of Law will confer a JD after 
all Law School requirements are complete. The 
program provides flexibility to accommodate 
individual choices, should the student decide 
either to accelerate undergraduate efforts or 
take an extra year to graduate.
